
THURSDAY to SUNDAY  -  IN AND AROUND JERUSALEM  

 In Jerusalem we stay at The Prima King’s and the Prima Royal Hotels, 
which are a pleasant ten minutes stroll from each other. 

We shall walk down the Mount of Olives, visiting the ancient Paternoster 
cave, the Church of Dominus Flevit and the Garden of Gethsemane.  

 By coach we shall travel to Bethlehem, visiting the           
ancient Basilica of the Nativity and meeting                        
Palestinian Christians at the Bible College. 

We shall have a walking tour of the Old City; we visit 
the Western Wall, the Temple Mount with the gilded 
Dome of the Rock and the El Aqsa Mosque. On               
leaving the Temple area we continue to the massive   
Romanesque Church of St Anne and the Pool of               
Bethesda. We visit the Convent of the Sisters of Sion 
where we will celebrate the Eucharist before visiting 
the Lithostrotos (’the pavement’) and  begin to follow 
the Stations of the Cross along the Via Dolorosa which 
ends at the Church of the Holy Sepulchre.  

We travel by coach to Ein Karem, the birthplace of 
John the Baptist, where the church commemorates the 
Visitation of Mary to  Elizabeth. We visit the Israel 
Museum to see the Shrine of the Book where some of 
the Dead Sea Scrolls are displayed and to view a model 
of  second century Jerusalem.  

Our coach will take us into the Judean Wilderness.  
After visiting the rocky hilltop  fortress of Masada, 
there will be time for those who wish to bathe  in the 
Dead Sea before driving to the ruins of the ancient Essene Monastery at    
Qumran, near which the Dead Sea Scrolls were found in caves. Here we shall 
walk a little way uphill from the ruins to celebrate our final Eucharist in the 
open air.  

On Sunday we shall celebrate the Eucharist at Saint George’s Anglican                   
cathedral in Jerusalem. 

MONDAY 10th MAY    The coach will take us from Jerusalem down to               
Tel Aviv’s Ben Gurion airport for the return flight to the UK.

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I am delighted to invite you to join me on a Dioces an Pilgrimage to the 
Holy Land. I know from my own experience how wonder ful it is to   
walk in the places where our Lord walked and to see  where he died          
and rose again. It can bring the scriptures alive and touch our lives            
with the Spirit in a remarkable way.  People rarely  return from the              
Holy Land without having been changed profoundly.  
 

The first Christian Pilgrim that we know about was   
a nun who journeyed to the Holy Land in the fourth 
century and wrote down all that she experienced. 
Ever since then, Christians have been renewed in 
their faith by pilgrimage to the Holy Land.  
 

Together we shall visit places made holy by God 
through the presence    of Jesus and also by the lives and prayers of our 
sisters and brothers in Christ over two thousand ye ars.  The Letter to the 
Hebrews tells us that we are surrounded by a great cloud of witnesses 
who have gone before us in Christ, and are now in heaven cheering us 
on as we follow their example in our own generation . As we visit the 
holy places we shall encounter the same Lord whom they served.  
 

We shall also join our sisters and brothers in Christ who live and                 
worship in the Holy Land today, often under great h ardship. These 
‘living stones’ who continue the presence of the body of Christ in the 
holy places desperately need to feel the support of fellow Christians.             
We shall meet some of them in Nazareth, in Bethlehem and in                                  
Jerusalem and be enabled, with them, to rededicate ourselves to the                       
living God revealed in Christ.

ITINERARY  

We shall meet some of them in Nazareth, in Bethlehem and in

FRIDAY 30th APRIL 

We fly from London Heathrow to Tel Aviv Ben Gurion, where we board a 
coach to take us northwards to Nof Ginosar Hotel right on the shore of the 
Sea of Galilee. We arrive in time for the evening meal. 
 

SATURDAY to TUESDAY —   

   IN AND AROUND GALILEE 

We visit Nazareth — the Basilica of the Annunciation 
and Mary’s Well at the Orthodox Church. From there 
we travel to Caesarea  Maritima on the coast,                   
departure point for St Paul. Here we visit the Roman 
amphitheatre, the ancient port, and the second century 
aqueduct. On Sunday we join our fellow Anglicans 
for their Eucharist at Christ Church, Nazareth.                   
Afterwards there will be an opportunity to spend some 
time with them.  
 

We shall take a boat trip across the Sea of Galilee, 
pausing in the middle for a time of reflection and 
prayer as we look out at the same hills that Jesus saw. 
We shall visit the ancient and fascinating archaeologi-
cal ruins of Capernaum, the commemorative sites of 
the Mount of the Beatitudes, Tabgha (the Church of 
the Loaves and Fishes), and the Church of Peter’s  
Primacy near the water’s edge.  At our hotel there will 
be free time to visit the remains of the ancient second 
century boat as well as the museum. We shall also 
take a coach ride around the far side of the Lake and 
enjoy the beautiful view from the ‘Peace Vista’. 
 

WEDNESDAY 

We leave by coach for Jerusalem, stopping first at the 
Baptismal Site where the River Jordan leaves the Sea 
of Galilee. On arrival in  Jerusalem we visit the Greek 
Catholic Patriarchate for a Eucharist.
