Why it matters In the Bible we hear about Jesus raising people from the 
dead, returning them to life and by doing so shows us Jesus’ 
compassion.
Compassion comes from loving others and when we show 
sympathetic pity and concern for the suffering of others, we are 
demonstrating compassion.  
We don’t know the name of the girl in the story we only know she 
was 12. (You could think up/take suggestions for a name). Jairus, 
her dad ‘fell at Jesus’ feet’ and ‘pleaded’ with Jesus to come to 
his house to help his poorly child.  How was that dad feeling?  
How do you think Jesus responded?  Then Jairus’s servants arrived 
saying it was too late – she had died.  How would Jairus feel now?  
How did Jesus show compassion in that moment?  Jesus then 
went to their home and healed the child (x), how did Jairus feel 
then.
Jesus showed compassion to the woman he healed and to Jairus.

Say:  We are reading 
a story (that has been 
adapted) from the Bible 
today so that we can 
hear God’s word and 
learn about Him.

care, then fold it in half and place under/near/on a cross.

•	 Use shortish lengths of wool, add beads to the wool for 
situations or people that need love and care, take this 
home to remind you to pray for those situations or people.
